GRADING INFORMATION 
 
Grading Sessions: 

• Mixed (Saturday) and Female-Only (Sunday) competitions start at age 8. 
• Players must bring boots, shin pads, and water. Arrive 30 minutes early to sign in and 

collect a bib. 
 
Absences and Exceptions: 

• Inform the club via contactus@ramsfootball.com.au if unable to attend. Players missing 
grading may be placed in the lowest-ranked team for their age group. 

 
Additional Notes: 

• Players are graded individually based on performance and, where available, prior 
evaluations. 

• Friend requests (U6 and U7) must be submitted at registration and reciprocated by all 
parties to be considered. 

• Teams are subject to adjustment post-grading due to player movements. 
 
REFUND POLICY 
 
Refund requests must be submitted in writing to registrar@ramsfootball.com.au 

• 2 January – 1 February: Registration fee minus $15 admin fee (club portion). 
• 2–26 February: 70% refund of the club portion. 
• 27 February to 27 March: 50% refund of the club portion (conditions apply). 
• 28 March onwards: No refunds.
